We should have been glad to
have had a return of the medicines &° from Philadelphia as
we have little to depend on besides what you had, but imagine
Congress had not provided any & that you were reduced to
the necessity of either attending the Battalion without medi-
cine &° or of not paying that attention to our requisition
which we expected. We have commissioned you Surgeon to
the Battalion & appointed M" Francis Neale your mate he will
be with you we hope before this reaches you.
