Came George Plater Esq” his Majesty’s Receiver of the
District of Patuxent his Excellency was pleased to tell him
that in regard he was his Majesty’s Receiver of the said Dis-
trict he is not willing to stand longer Charged with the 3¢ p
Hh? which his Excellency received from Governour Nicholson
viz. £75.. 00..00 and from the said M* Plater in the year 1699,
£240. 14.5 14% in all £315.. 14.° 124¢ which his Excellency
desires to be discharged from and thereupon Exhibited the
Account thereof which was perused by the Board and payed
the said M" Plater the Ballance being £113.. 3.. 74 and the said
M- Plater owned that his Excell” had never received any other
of the King’s mony during his Government
