You will have them as well armed
as Circumstances will admit.

[ Council to Delegates in Congress.]

We are credibly informed that several Merchants in Philadelphia

have a large Quantity of Arms in their Possession and that they mav
be had for Flour or Tobacco, should this be the Case we beg Leave

to Solicit your Attention to this Business and request you will con-
tract for as many as can be obtained, which we will engage to pay for
in either of those Articles. You will be pleased to forward them im-
mediately to the Head of Elk, from which Place we can easily have
them conveyed, where they may be required. We wish to have at
least one Thousand Stand.

That Henry Hollingsworth Esq® Commissary General for the
Eastern shore deliver to Samuel Smith Esq® one thousand five hun-
dred Barrels of Merchantable Flour to be expended as above directed
and Accounted for.
