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but just to provide some manner of filling the vacancy in

the event the Governor did not exercise the appointive

power.

THE CHAIRMAN: Delegate Mitchell.

DELEGATE MITCHELL: Why put it in at all?
After all, although it has to be done, there are a lot of
unconstitutional things done, sometimes, eﬁen by judges.
It would seem to me it is better not to put that in at
all because I think it is highly irregular for a judge
to appoint a judge.

DELEGATE MUDD: If we didn't have that
pnovision in there and the Governor stood by and didn't
appoint you could have a vacancy that was never filled.

DELEGATE MITCHELL: Not if there is a mandate
that he shall appoint within 60 days. You say if the
Governor does not appoint. Did you consider language tha t

would give a mandate to the Governor to appoint within 60

‘days?

DELEGATE MUDD: Yes. Line 38 says the Governor

shall fill a vacancy.
