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for other types of new tariffs particularly. I therefore
think these words shoula be stricken from Section 2.

Just dealing with the taxable property owners
is not enough. I think it has already been covered. But
what about the person who pays a $25 taxicab fee or a
person who pays somé other type of tax. He is paying a
part of that municipality too, should he not also have the
right?‘

Why are we restricting it to just the tax. It
can be argued as to whether it is legal. Still, why re-
strict it to one class? Why not let all taxpayers vote
if they live outside the municipal limits?

DELEGATE CLARK: Before the Chair recognizes
Delegate Rybzynski, I would like to make an announcement
that we have in the balcony a group from Franklin Junior
High School in Baltimore County, with their teachers,
Miss Pegal and Mr. Lee.
