We also lengticned tae term of tac
Governor.

While I am talking about clections, I might say
that we decided tnat we would not have the Governor cleccted
in a year in wihich a President was to be sclected, because
in a Presidential year the issues arc likely to be largely
Federal in character and state issues become submerged
and are not given the thoughtful attention which taey
frequently descrve.
