divided by the Line aforesaid, between the Main Ocean and.
Watkin's Point, unto the Promontory called Cape Charles,
and every the Appendages thereof, may entirely remain ex-
cepted for ever to US, our Heirs, and Successors.

IV. Also Wr do Grant, and likewise CONFIRM unto the-
aaid Baron of BAILTIMORE, his Heirs, and Assigns, all
Islands and Islets within the Limits aforesaid, all and singu-
lar the Islands, and Islets, from the Eastern Shore of the
aforesaid Region, toward the Fast, which have been, or shall
be formed in the Sea, situate within Ten marine Leagues
from the said Shore; with all and singular the Ports, Har-
bors, Bays, Rivers, and Straits belonging to the Region or
Islands aforesaid, and all the Soil, Plains, Woods, Mountains,
Marshes, Lakes, Rivers, Bays, and Straits, situate, or being
W'ithin the Metes, Bounds, and Limits aforesaid, witl the
Pishings of every kind of Fish, as well as of Whales, Stur-
geons, snd other royal Fish, as of other Fish, in the Sea
Bays, Straits, or Rivers, within the Premisses, and the Fis]:;

Silver, Gems, and precious Stones, and any othér whatso:
