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thore, and applied towards building and carrying on faid colleze ; and the legifla-
ture having heretofore- unanrmouﬂv refolved, that fuch e;xcrﬂor«rs for the pubim
good merited the approbation of the legiflature, and ought to recsive the public
encouragement and affiftance ; and the vifitors and governors of the faid colle

have, by their memorial to this general affembly, fet “forth, that the fum of ten
thoufand pounds, which they have, as aforefaid, procured and raifed for carrying
on the faid college, will not be more than fufficient to furnith and prepare the
building for the reception of the mafters and {cholars, and for purchafing a libra-
ry, and the neceffary apparatus, mathematical and philofophical ; and that a per-
manent yearly fund, in additien to the tuition money to be paid by the {cholars,
will be neceflary for the payment of falaries to a principal and a fufficient number
of able profeffors and tutors, and have accordingly prayed, that this general af-
fembly would take the premifes into their confideration, and grant them fuch
permanent aid as they in their wif{dom may think proper: Now this general af-
fembly are defirous, as far as the public circumftances will permit, to encourage
a feminary fo fuccefsfully begun, and intended to be for ever dedicated and carri-
ed on by the name of ¢ Wathington college,” in honourable and perpetual me-
mory of the late illuftrious and virtuous commander in chxef o our armies :

Therefore,

I1. B¢ it enalked, by the general affembly of Maryland, That the fum of twelve
hundred and fifty pounds current money be annually and for ever hereafter given
and granted, as a donation by the public, to the ufe of Wathington college, to
be applied, by the vifitors and governors of the faid college, to the payment of
falaries to the principal, profeflors and tuters, of the faid college

I11. @nb, as a certain and permanent fund to procure the faid fum of twelve hun=
dred and fifty pounds current money annually, for the ufe aforefaid, e it enatle,
That the fum of twenty-five fhillings cifrent money, impofed by thead, enti-
tled, An a¢t concerning marriages, for every marriage licence, and hereaTtér to be
received by the clerks of any of the counties of the eaftern fhore, and paid by
them to the treafurer of the faid thore, agreeably to the directions of the faid adt,
thall remain in his hands, fubje& to the orders of the vifitors and gevernors of
the faid college, to be drawn according to the dm:&ms of thxs act.

IV. dno be it enaiten, - That every fine, pcnalty or fbrfelture, for any o&'encz
(cxcbpt only for treafon) at common law, ar by any aé-of aflembly now in force,
or hereafter to be made, and hereafter impofed by the general court on the eaftern
fhere, or by any county court -of that thore, or any Judge or juftice of either ceurt,
and every recognizance taken by the general or any eeunty court on the eaftern
fhore, or any ]udere or juftice of either of the faid courts; and hereafter forfeited
in the faid gencral court or county court, and collected or received, fhall be paid
to the treafurer of the eaftern fhore, and fhall remain in his hands, {ubje&t to the
orders of the vifitors and govemors of Wtafhmgton eellege, to be drawn accord-

ing to the directions of this ad.

ter the firft day of April next, (ball, before they trade, barter or fell any goods,
wares or merchandife, on the eaftern thore; ta.ka out a licence from fome county
