CHAPTER 270.

An addifional sn;;plement to the act, entitled An act for the
' benefit of the University of Maryland.

Seetion 1. Be it enacted by the General Assembly of Ma-
ryland, That Doctors Nathaniel Potter, Richard W. Hall,
* Maxwell M¢Dowell, Samuel Baker, and the personal repre-
sentative of the late Elisha DeButs, be, and they ave here-
by authorised to file a bill in the chancery court, or on the
equity side of Baltimore couaty court, against the irustees
of the University of Marylaud, for the recovery of such
sums as may be due to them upon principles of justice and
equity, for the disbursements in the purchase of ground,and
the erection and repairs of the University and Infirmery
buildings, together with the sums expended by them in the
purchase of the library, museum, apparatus, furniture and
for insurance.

Sec. 2. Jnd be it enacted, That the Chancellor, or the
county court, as the case may be, shall pass such decree in
the premises as to them shall appear just and equitable, and
should such decree be in favor ot said Professors, the trus-
tees aforesaid, are hereby directed and required to pay the
amount thereof to said Professors, or their representatives
out of the funds then belonging to the University.

Sec. 3. Jnd be it enacted, That either party may appeal
from the decree aforesaid, to the court of appeals, in man-
ner and subject to the limitations prescribed in cases of ap-
peal, from the decrees of the court of chancery, to the
court of appeals.
