{[{IF THE GOVERNOR NEITHER SIGNS NOR VETOES THE BILL
WITHIN THE TIME HEREIN PRESCRIBED, THE BILL SHALL BECOME

The Governor shall have power to disapprove of any
itea or items of any Bills making appropriations of money
embracing distipct items, and the part or parts of the
Bill approved shall be the law, and the item or iteams of
appropriations disapproved shall be void umless repassed
according to the rules or limitations prescribed for the
passage of other Bills over the Executive veto.
