Baltimore City {in the year 1946 and in every fourth year
thereafter, ] one person, resident in said ccunty[,] or
City, above the age of twenty-five years, and FOR at
least five years preceding his election[,] a citizen of
the State, to the office of Sheriff. He shall hold
office fcor four years, {and] until his successor is duly
elected and qualified[; shalll], give such bcnd, exercise
such powers and perform such duties as ncw are or may
hereafter be fixed by law.

In case of vacancy ky death, resignaticn, refusal to
serve, or neglect to gqualify[,] or give Lkond, or <ty
disqualification or removal frca the Ccunty or City, the
Governor shall appoint a person to ke Sheriff for the
remainder of the official tern.

The Sheriff im each county and in Baltimore City
shall receive such salary or compensation and such
expenses necessary to the conduct of his office as may be
fixed by 1law. All fees collected by the Sheriff shall
be accounted for and paid to the Treasury of the =several
counties and of Baltimore City, resgpectively.

[Coroners, Elisors, and] Notaries Public may be
appointed for each county, and the city of Baltimore, in
the manner, for the purpose, and with the pcwers now
fixed, or which may hereafter be prescriked by Lav.

Article V - Attorney-General and State's Attcrneys

It shall be the duty of the Clerk of the Court of

thereof.
