CHAPTER 247.

AN AOT aunthorizing the treasurer fo pay to the personal
representative of the late John S. Gittings, deceased, the
amount of a bond or bonds, certificate or certificates,
which the State has called for redemption, and which is
claimed to have been lost.

WHEREAS, it appears from the dividend books, that two
thousand dollars of the State debt were issued under chapter
Preamble 302 of 1837, to the late John S. Gittingsin trust, and that
interest has been regularly paid thereon to him or his per-

sonal representatives.
AND WHEREAS, John S. Gittings, administrator de honis
non, cum testamentum annexo, of the late John S. Gittings,

preamble, deceased, claims that the State’s bond or bonds, certificate
or certificates, for said sum has been lost or misplaced, and
