(C) "ENERGY PERFORMANCE INDEX OR INDICES"™ (EPI) MEANS
A NUMBER DESCRIBING TEE ENERGY REQUIREMENTS AT THE BUILDIKNG
BCUNDARIES, PER SQUARE FOOT OF FLOOR SPACE OR PER CUBIC FOOT
OF OCCULPIED VOLUME, AS APFROPRIATE, UNDER DEFINED INTERNAL
AND EXTERNAL AMBIENT CCNDITIONS OVER AN ENTIRE SEASONAL
CYCLE. A4S EXPERIENCE DEVELOPS ON THE ENERGY PERFORMANCE

(D) "BUILDING" MEFANS A NEW BUILDING OR FACILITY WITH
AN AREA OF 5,000 SQUARE FEET OR GREATER, OR ANY ADDITICN TO

DEMAND AND TYPE OF ENERGY AND INCLUDES BUT IS NOT LIMITED
TO:

(n ANY ECUIPMENT THAT IS EMPIOYED TO HEAT A
BUILDING;

{2) ANY ECUIPMENT THAT IS EMPLOYED TO HEAT
WATER USED IN A BUILDING;

(3) ANY ECUIPMENT ON THE SITE THAT IS EMPLOYED
TO GENERATE ELECTRICITY FOR THE BUILDING;

(4) ANY EQUIPMENT THAT IS EMPLOYED ON THE SITE
TO USE THE SUN, WIND, OIL, NATURAL GAS, COAL, AND
ELECTRICITY AS ITS POWEF SUPPLY IN WHOLE CR IN PART;

(5) ANY ECUIPMENT THAT IS EMPIOYED TO <COOL A
BUILDING,; AND

(6) ENERGY CONSERVATION MEASURES INCLUDED 1IN
THE BUILDING DESIGN AND <CONSTRUCTION THAT DECREASE THE
ENERGY FEQUIREMENTS OF THE BUILDING IN WHOLE OR IN PART.
