{D) Except as fprovided in this section to the
contrary, the <Comptrcller may not divide, allocate and pay
to the several counties of the State and to Baltimore City
any porticn of the (1) revenues or license fees arising out
of any days of racing im excess of 33 at any one track
during any cne year, collected Lky the Maryland Racing
Ccemission from each licensee licensed under § 7 of this
article; {2) revenues arising out of any days of racing in
excess of ten at any one track during any one year collected
by the Msryland Racing Commissicn from each licensee
licensed under § 15 of this article; (3) revenues or license
fees arising out c¢f any days of racing in excess of 20 at
any one track during any omne year ccllected by the Maryland
Racing Cormissicn frcm each licensee licensed under § 17 of
this article.
