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bureaus, and agencies during each fiscal year. Sukject to
the approval cf the Bcard of Public Works and as provided by
law, the State Treasurer is authorized to make and sell
short-term notes IN TEE NAME OF THE STATE, IN ANTICIPATION
OF THE COLLECTION CF TAXES, OR OTHEE REVENUES, INCLUDING THE
PROCEEDS FROM THE SALE OF EONDS, [ for temporary
emergencies,] TO MEET TEMPOBRARY DEFICIENCIES IN THE TREASURY
kEut such notes must only ke made to provide for
afprorriations already nade by the General Assembly. ANY
REVENUES ANTICIPATEC FOR THE PURPOSE OF SUCH SHORT TERM
NOTES _MUST BE SO CERTAIN AS TO BE READIIY ESTIMABLE
ESTIMATABLE BOTH AS TO0 THE TIME OF RECEIPT AND AS TO THE
AMCUNI. The General Assemkly may contract dekts to any
ampount that may ke necessary for the defense of the State,
and provided further that nothing in this section shall be
ccnstrued to prohikit the raising of funds for the purpose
of aiding c¢r compensatirg in such manner or way as the
General Assembly of the State shall deem proper, those
citizens of the State who have served, with honor, their
Ccuntry and State in time of War; provided, however, that
such action of the General Assembly shall ke effective only
when sukmitted to and approved ky a vote of the people of
the Stete at the General Election next following the
enactment cf such legislation.

SECTICN 2. ANL BE 1IT FURTHER ENACTED, That the
aforeqcing section hereky proposed as an awendment to the
Constituticn of Maryland, at the next general election to be
held in this State in November, 1978, shall ke submitted to
the legal and qualified voters thereof for their adoption or
rejecticn in pursuance cf directions contained in Article
XIV of the Constitution of this State. At that general
electicn, the vote o¢n this proposed amendment to the
Constituticn shall ke ty ballot, and upon each ballot there
shall Ye printed the words "For the Constitutional
Arendments" and "Against the Constitutional Amendments," as
ncw provided ky law. Immediately after the election, all
returns <shall be made to the Governor of the vote for and
against the proposed amendnent, as directed by Article XIV
of the Constitution, and further proceedings had in
accordance with Article XIV.
