Mrs. Mary A. Ward, whose death ocourred in this
her native eity, on Monday afternoon, March 1lith,
at the age «f G2 years, was the daughter of the late
James W, and Sarah Towson, a cousin of General
Nathan Towson, a direct descendent of Wm. Tow-
son, the settler, from whom the present city of Tow-
son, Md., was named, and who was the original
owner of the land upon which that city now stands,
On January 15, 1850, she was married to James R.
Ward by the Rev. Franklin W!lson, who also assist-
ed as one of four clergymen—Rev. Dr. Gregory, Jf
whose church she was & consistent member, Rev,
Dr. Dixon and Rev., Dr. Willlams—at the solemn
cercmonies of her funeral, 80 years later. She was
one of six children, three of whom have passed on
before her, and two only, a brother, Obadiah G.
Towson, and one sister, Mrs, Margaret Deaver, sur-
viving her. Mrs. Ward was the mother of flve
children, threo sons and two daughters, the eldest
daughter, at the age of six years, having dled in
1857; the next and only surviving daughter having
married, and of lete & resident ot Boston, Thus
she leaves a husband, four children and four grand-
children to mourn her death.

cellent. In some localiliesI find teachers sibjected
to undue pressure by the endeavors of parents to
have their children placed in hlqh grades when
they have not mastered preceding work. Tho
teachers are thorough and consclentious workers,
and the children as a rule aro firmly held {n the
grades to which thelr progress entitles them, The
condition of school property is. generally speaking,
good, but considerable repair in meny cases i im-
peratively necessaiy. The amount estimated as
necessary for regalu is placed at $§1,850, and for
now bulldings the amount deemed absolutely neces-
sary is 88.650,
It was ordered that in accordance wiih the pro-
clamation of the GQovernor of the State thatthe
teachers and %npm of the Public 8chools of Baitl-
more county observe *Arbor Day" b{ the planting
of trees, shrubs and also have sustable literary ex-
ercises, The day, however, not to be & regular
aolldny, but to be devoted to “Arbor Day” celebra-
on.
