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Sums of Money, and it is therefore thought juft and reafonable, that fuch
Lands fhould be charged with a Pound-rate, in the fame Manncr that cul-
tivated and improved Lands are, Bg 1# therefore Etmﬁed That all and e-
very the Mefluages, Manors, Lands and Tenements, and alfo all Mines of
Lead, Copper, Iron, and other Mincs, and all Furnaces and Forges, and
other Iron-Works, all Mills, and all Annuitics, and other yearly Profits if-
fuing out of Lands, and all Hereditaments of what Nature or Kind foever
they be, fituate, lying, or being within this Province, fhall be, and are here-
by charged for three Years fucceflively with the Sum of One Shilling for e~
very Twenty Shillings of the yearly Value thereof, and fo after that Rate
for every greater or lefs Value ; and that fuch ycarly Value fhall be fettled
and afcertained by the Afleffors hereafter mentioned, after the Rate of One
Shilling for every Twenty Shillirigs that the Fce-Slmple of fuch Mefluages,
Manors, Lands, Tenements, and other the Premifes, or fuch other Eftate as
the Occupier or Pofleffor thereof thall have therein, would, in the Eftimation
or Judgment of the Afleflors aforefaid, fell for in ready Money, that is to fay,
For every One Hundred Pounds that the Fee-Simple of fuch Mefluages,
Manors, Lands, Tenements, and other the Premifes, or other Eftate of the
Occupier or Pofsefsor therein, would, in the Eftimation or Judgment of the
faid Afsefsors, fell for in ready Money, they fhall be charged with the Sum
of Five Shillings, and fo after that Rate for every greater or lefs Sum, and
that all and every fuch Perfon and Perfons, Bodies Politick or Corporate,
having or holding any Mefsuages, Manors, Lands, Tenements, Heredita-
ments, or any other the faid Premifes, fhall yield and pay for three Years
fucceflively, to the refpe&ive Colle@ors appointed by this A&, the Sum of
One Shilling for every Twenty Shillings of the yearly Value of the faid
Mefluages, Manors, Lands, Tenements and Hereditaments, and other the
Premifes, to be fettled and afcertained as aforefaid, which Sum of One Shil-
ling for every Twenty Shillings of the yearly Value to be fcttled and afcer-
tained as aforefaid, fhall be afsefsed, levied and colle&ed, in fuch Manner,
as is hercafter dnre&ed Provided alfways, and st 5s bereby Declared, That
nothing herein contained, fhall be conftrued to extend to thofe unhappy
People, who have been, or fhall hereafter be, obhgcd to defert their Settle-
ments through Danger from the French, or then‘ *Indian Allies, fo far as the
fame relates to the Rates and Afsefsments on the Mufsuages, Lands, Tene-
ments, or Hereditaments, which have been, or hereafter fhall be deferted,
but that they fhall be exempted and difcharged from the Payment of
any fuch Rates or Afselsments, on fuch Lands, Tenements or Heredita=
ments, in yvirtue of this A&,
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
