The pri-
soner was released on $100 bail.  le
had been wanted for nearly a year and
finally turned up in jail for another of-
fonse. So soon as released, he was re-
arrested with the result stated.

Justice Bernard H. Wallenhorst,Tues—
day, sentenced Harry Myers, colored, of
Baltinore, to the 1llouse or Correction
for nine months for rioting at lrv-
ing Park, Washington Brinch of tke
Baltimore and Ohio Railroad, on June 20,
and carrying a rnzor. Daniel . Smith,
colored, alsoof Bzltimore, was sentenced
to the House of Correction for six
months for carrying concealed weapons.
He also was in the trouble at Irying
Park. Buck Paul, colored, of Ellicott
City, another of the Irving Park dis
turbers, had already been taken to Jes-
sup’s Cat for a six months’s term. All
three had gone to Irving Park as mem-
bers of a colored excutsion party from
Baltimore.

Justice Wallenhorst yesterday sent
Mary Enty to jail for one week charged
with disorderly conduct. Hetty Dob-
bins, on the same charge, demanded &
jury trial and went to jail in  deiault of
$100 bail.

Ris Injuries Proved Fatal.

Jdwin S, Kraft, a painter, residing at
No. 409 North Fremont street, employ-
ed by Mr. \W. H. Anderson, who fell
twenty-tive feet from a ladder, breaking
his right leg while painting the country
residence ot Mr. Leonidas Levering, at
Ilchester, some time since as stated in
Tue Times, died at a late hour Friday
night of last weck. ‘The immediate
cause of his death was lockjaw. His
injuries were not considered fatal, and
he appeared to be improving. On Thurs-
day symptoms of lockjaw appeared, and
he died in convulsions. lle leaves a
a widow and three children, and was a
member of Lafayette Lodge, No 7, L.
O M.

As was stated at the time ol the acci-
deat, both bones of Kraft's vight jeg
were broken and splintered below the
knee, and the bones protruded through
the flesh.

Prof. George L. Smith Killed.

Prof. George L. Smith, a member of
the fuculty of the State Normal School
at Baltimore, died Saturday afternoon
from fracture of the thigh bone and
collar bone. Ilis injuries were received
the night before in the wreck of the
Western Express in Seuth Harrisburg
’a, one of the worst accidents that has
occurred on the Pennsylvania Railroail
system for along time. A dozen people
were Killed and many more injured.
Prof. Smith was on his way to join his
family in New York State for the vaca-
tion. He was well known in Howard
county which has sent many pupils to
the Normal School. Prof. Smith was
forty-tive years of age and leaves a wife
and three children. Mrs. Smith wasa
Miss Armstrong.

Events Transpiving in
Counties, of Interest Here.

An “Indian” doctor, called Oregon
Charlie, who was scliing medicine, with
the aid of a show, in Hagerstown re
cenily, was tried before Justice Bitner
upon the charge of violating an act of
the last legisluture  'The act provides
that anyoune who sball begin the practice
of medicine in this state after the 7th
day of June, 1842, shall tirst procure a
license from one of the two bhoards of
examiners appointed by the Medieal and
oJ Chirnrgical Society and the Maryland
State Homeopathical Society, rvespect-
ively ‘T'ipe defendant had not procur-
el such license. The ’‘squire decided
that the law was unconstitutional, and
that it did not apply to physicians who
practiced in other States and were only
in this State temporarily.

The Charles coutty board of county
commissioners have fixed the tax rate at
95 cents on the $100.

The Discovery of Glass.
