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CHINESE TANGUAGE.

5OME OF THE CURIOSITIES OF THE
HEAR SPLITTING JARGON.”

Musicians Say 1t Hus an Afinity With tho
Iiotes of Lirds—-No Alphabet and No
arts of Speech—Somo Amusing Exam-

ples of Chineso ‘Talk,

The superficial observer often refers to
the Chinesa spoken speech as an ‘‘ear
gplitting jargon” and to the written
speech as <hicroglyphics.” Frequent vis-
itors to any “Chincse quarter,” notably
a large “Chinatown” like that of Los
Augeles, will soon becowme s0 familiar
with this so called jargen as tonote that
it is far more musical than the English
speech.  Musicians ave authority for the
statement that the Chinese language has
more aflinity (when spoken) with the
notes of birds than with the tones of any
other language. Thisis perhaps because
the Chiuese, having no alphabet, must
have many fone combinatiens to give
the various expressions and meanings to
the thousands of characters.

Having no alphabet, the Chinese lan-
guage has more symbols than all of the
alphabets in the universe combined, and
there are more tone combinations for the
expression of those symbols than in all
other tongues.  Each tone is attached to
a character, and one character is made
to mean several different things, accord-
ing to the tone used. In Chinese the
tone gives the meaning. Aword spoken
wvith 2 falling inflection ineans one
thing, and quite another when spoken
with a rising inflection.  We often hear
a Chinaman, as he walks aJong thestreet
talking with his companion, utter 2 word
in a falling inflection which sounds like
n-go. This means “1.” Heis talking of
himself—perhaps saying how great he
thinks himself tobe. Butif he drawls
out the sound long and even he is call-
ing some hoodlum a “goose.” Ile gives
the falling inflection te the first syllable,
and the rising inflection to the last, and
fi a rather musieal voice. This would
be a difficult feat for an American.

No mutter in what mood he may be, he
may not and perhaps cannot change the
accent. The voice may be louder or in
a minor key, but the tones are as inflexi-
ble ns written words and must be so used,
or the exact meaning is lost. All the
expressions of human passions—laugh-
ter or sorrow—inust he expressed by the
ganie inflexible words and precise ac-
cents. There are only five tones in the
Chincée voice, but s every word has all
of its syllables accented there are 25 per-
mutations, and these are almost always
in constant use, even in ordinary conver-
sation. A question may be asked with
or without a rising inflection, according
to the word used.

Chincse adjectives are nouns. For
¢inany thanks” it is “thank thank.” A
“rreat man” is “greatness man.” Some-
times a noun is formed of it noun and a
verb, as*barber,” whom they :all““shave-
head teacher.” 'The verbs huve neither
mcods nor tenses, and when your lLun-
dryman wishes @ tell you that “I have
washed” he says, ©I pass over wash.”
Their adverbs are mostly formed by join-
ing together nouns and verbs, as *“finish
day” for “yesterday.” To cook is to “cat
rice.” Every noun is plural and includes
all there is of that article, unless it is
limited by the expression “‘one piece,” as
sione piece house.” Instead of “wife and
children” they express “family and wife.”

I'he word woman means “father man.”
If repeated, it signifies “seolding.” The
noun always remains in the same shape,
and the verb has but one form instead of
the many known to the English lan-
guage. The Chinese language has no de-
clensions, subjugations, moods, tenses,
prepositions, conjunctions, adverbs, first,
cecond and third persons, no singular
and piural, and no gender except by the
addition of n few participles in rare in-
gtances. It is evidently simple and easy
10 learn, one of the simplest and most
curious things abont it being, as above
stated, that every noun, unless qualified
otherwise, is plural.

There are about 60,000 characters used
in ihe Chinese language proper, but the
average Chimunan no more learns all of
ihose characters than the everyday
American learns the 100,600 words in the
Englishlanguage. The Chinamin, how-
ever, lenrns en the average more than
does an American in a similar position
ip life. A Chinmnan who can neither
read nor write is a rarity. Chineseis
not » monosyllabic language, as many
guppose, and it is impossible to utter in
Chinese iny but the shortest sentencesin
monosyllables. y

In writing the Chinaman makes one
complicated but integral character for
each word, but {hat word 1nay be prop-
erly spoken in two, three or four sylla-
bles. His syllabies are divided by no
longer intervals than are his words, and
that is what maices his language sound
to a foreigner like a singsong jargon.
We do not know whether he is telling a
story or attempting e song. The Chinese
perhaps think thesame thing of an Amer-
jcan, who bites off his words and swal-
lows them or telescopes one into another.

Business wmen in this city thrown iu
contact with Chinese merchants who
speak pure Chincse say that it is not digi-
cult to learn.  Instead of 26 letters, not
including the useless &, the Chinese
have 360 or 600 syllables, and these are
combined into various forms to make the
60,000 words in their “dictionary.” These
gyllibles vary in meaning according to
the tone in which they are spoken or the
strokes used in writing them,—Los An-
geles Cor. New York Post.

Starvation Among the Rich,

ill nourished people in proportion among
the rich than among the poor. The
number of persons that seek relief from
threatened starvation in the exclusive
milk diet is constantly on the increase,
bLut it is & remedy almost of necessity
confined to those who have sufficient
control over their own doings to take
a meal every hour and a half, a thing
hardly consistent with earning a living
at manual labor.—Philadelphia Press.

Made by Thunderbolts.

Tn the muscnms of nearly all the large
colleges yon will see what appear to be
gandy petrifactions much resembling
branches of trees. You may conclude
that theso are the remaing of forest
monsters that grew in a faraway geolog-
ical age, but if you will takoe tho troa-
ble to ask your guide, or, belter still,
one of the professors, who are alwaye
handy, he will tell you a queer story—
one, in fact, thot “smacks of the mar-
velous,’”” These tame looking, supposed
to bo sandy petrifactions are, in fact,
real  *‘thunderbolts.”’  Scientifically

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“ON REVACCINATION.

WHY IT 1S NECESSARY AND THE
: VALUE IT POSSESSES. .

Instances to Prove That Vaccina Secsures

Only Limited Immunity From Smallpox.
,? French Sentiment 1n Favor of Compulsary
! vaccination Increasing.

M. Schrevens of Tournay, in a recent
report to the Academie de Medecine do
Belgique, insists on the government mak-
ing up its mind to bring before the legis-
Jature a law on obligatory vaccination.
e shows that in spite of the creation by
the state of an institute of vaccination
the death rate of smallpox, after having
decrensed for n certain time, rose again
in 1892 through carelessness and impru-
dence. Children not vaccinated contin-
uecd to bo received in theschools, he says;
the rag trade is not watched in any way;
the isolation of contagious discases in the
hospitals is not enforced; while work-
men, boatmen, traveling showmen and
country letter carriers scatter the gerns
of the disease right and left after being
ill by resuming their occupations prema-
turely.

1t is in vain, adds M. Schrevens, that
the Belgium government founds its
hopes on the regulations which the pro-
vincial councils are elaborating concern-
fng the general organization of vaccina-
tion. The law is the only radieal and cer-
tain measure in such questions.

1 have taken a good deal of trouble to
defend the idea advanced by this writer,
andin a paperaddressed to the Academie
de Medecine do Paris 1 showed that a
law naking vaccination obligatory is
jmpatiently awaited in France also, und
would have a very direct relation to the
nrational defense.

While it is to be hoped that in case of
another war we should not again see, as
in 1870, 25,000 of our own people succumb
to smallpox, asagainst 500 on the German
side, still there is in the scheme for
mobilization an important category of
soldiers placed in the auxiliary services
who, having never served before, may
not have been vaccinated, and run in
this way the risk of becoming a danger
of contagion.

The more one thinks on this question
the less comprehensible becoes the hes-
itancy shown to give the strength of a
Iaw to an obligation demanded by public
opinion. I known quite well that there
are more or less earnest adversaries of
vaceination, and that various antivacei-
nation leagues serve as a rallying point
to those wiio londly claim the title of de-
fenders of our liberties. But liberty isa
termn that must always be taken in a rel-
ative manner, and the liberty to do one
thing immplies that something else is for-
bidden and imposes on society the duty
of preventing one of its members from
beceming a danger to the rest.  'What-
ever may be said or done, it is inadmis-
sible that any one should have the free-
dom to damage a neighbor.

Tho efticacy of vaccination can no
longer be doubted. Its value has been
tested and consecrated by time and ex-
perience, and it should be known every-
where that it is by inoculating vaccina
that we protect ourselves from smallpox
and are rendered refractory to its action.

I am quite aware that the following
objection is often made, and that it is
said that it is not true that <vaccination
prevents smallpox, and that cuses are
¢ited in which a person properly vacci-
nated has taken smallpox. In spite of
this I maintain my affirmation and shall
explain clearly, I hope, how a raccinated
person may take smallpox and even how
smallpox and vaccina can be seen going
through their evolution together on the
sanle persomn.

Take a child who has never been vac-

cinated and inoculate him in six places
—three on each arm. These will be fol-
lowed by the appearance of six fine pus-
tules, and it is quite possible that if a
seventh and eighth inoculation had been
made they would have been followed by
a seventih or eighth pustule.
. What does this prove? That satura-
tion has possibly not been reached and
that a certain amount of receptivity to
the virus still remains, The immmunity
may be complete, but it mway also beonly
partial. If & man vaccinated six, seven,
eight or ten years ago beinoculated with
the same vaccine matter used for the
child and with the same care in six
places, instead of six pustules, as in the
former case, only one, two or three may
form. Saturation is manifest in this in-
stance, and his immunity is complete.

Withanother patient revaccinated suc-
cessfully three months, six months or a
year ago, and with whom the number of
pustules was less than the number of in-
oculations made, however much care I
may take in inoculating him again, I
shall fail altogether. In this case satu-
ration is complete and immunity against
smallpox absolute.

Observation has proved the legitimacy
of the comparison between the virus of

raccinaand the virus of smallpox, which,
acting as two reagents of the same fam-
ily, may replace or complete each other.
If 1 represent by 10 the maximum re-
ceptive power of a perzon for smallpox,
[ am able by inoculating vaccina to com-
pletely annihilate its power by conferring
an immaunity of 10, or I cando so incom-
pletely by an immunity of nine, eight,
seven, etc., by making an insufiicient
number of inoculations.

It is easy to understand that a recep-
tive power of 10 defended by an immuni-
ty of seven, for instance, leaves a recep-
tive power of three for smallpox. This
is how smallpox may break out ona vac-
cinated person, and thisis also why small-
pox and vaccina may go through their
evolution together, but in such cases the
smallpox will be always light and mild.

The question of quantity must there-
fore be taken into acconnt in conferring
ilnmunity against smallpox, especially as
this immunity lessens with time in areg-
ularly progressive manner.

The conckssion is that vaccina is the
preservative against smallpox, but since
the immunity conferred way only be
partial and decrease with timeit is well
to be revaccinated periodically every six
or c¢ight years, and again, as a matter of
precantion, whenever there is an out-
break of smallpox.—Paris Herald.

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INDIA’S SACRED MONKEY TEMPLE.

An Edifice Where Long Tailed Quadrupeda
Live ¥reoe From Interference,

Among the thousand or more temples
and shriues with which the holy Hindoo
city of Benares is endowed, visitors gen-
erally find the great temple dedicated to
the worship of the goddess Durga one of
the most interesting. It is known to
Europeans as the monkey temple, be-
cause in und around its precinets many
hundreds of sacred monkeys roam about
without interference. The temple is sit-
uated in the southern extremity of the
city. It was erected during the last cen-
tury by the Ranee Bhawani of Natre, in
honor of Siva’s wife, the terrific god-
dess who is supposed to delight in death
and slaughter, and of whom the poor be-
lievers in the various attributes of the
deities comprising the Hindoo pantheon
stand in the greatest dread. A corre-
spondent of the London Graphic writes
as follows regarding the place:

“The Durga Kund is conspicuous in
this city of temples for the grace and
simplicity of its architecture. It adjoins
a tank which is the finest in Benares
and occupies the central portion of a
quadraugle, the walls being stained red
with ocher. The sacred portion of theo
templo consists of 12 finely carved pil-
lars stunding on a marble platform and
supporting a heavy roof. The platform
is about four feet from the ground and
is ascended by a flight of low steps on
euach side of the square. The templeis
well provided with the necessary instru-
ments for creating the frightful noises
which emanate from these abodes of
idolatry all over India. Drums of huge
dimensions, gongs, bells and tomtoms
are all at the service of the priests in
performing the rites required of them.
But the antics of the monkeys which
make this temple their home are, next
to its architecture, the most attractive
feature of the place.

“The goat’s blood with which the walls
are sprinkled and the sacrifices that are
known to take place here to appease the
wrath of Siva and his terrifying spounse
are rather revolting to a Christian, but
the grotesque play of the monkeys, their
importunate begging, the pranks they
enact on_ one nnother and the graceful
agility they are constantly displaying
supply a perpetual source of amusement
which one is apt to think must prove
rather distracting to the devout Hindoos
who come here to worship, These sa-
cred monkeys are of the genus Semno-
pethecus entellus, popularly known as
the long tailed Indian monkey.

“A few veuars ago, as no one dared to
molest these animals, they not only in-
creased rapidly in numbers, but, growve.
ing to be extraordinarily bold, developed
alarming thieving propensities. 'The
annoyance they caused amounted to a
public nuisance, for no house in the
place was safe from their depredations.
At last the trouble grew so serious that
some reduction in the number of these
adept thieves became a necessity, al-
though the prejudices of the people were
against any such steps being talien. In
the end the govermment was reguested
to interfere, and waiving aside all other
considerations but that of public polity
the authorities had many hundreds—re-
port says many thousands—capiured
and sent away. Nevertheless there are
pPlenty of them left, and they certainly
constitute one of the sights of a city
that is probably in many respects the
most interesting in the world.’
