TIME NEEDED IN THINKING:
Bclentists Arc Now Experimentiig oo
This lntcresting Eubjects  °
Mxperhments regarding the time need-’
ed by the avernge man to think ave
now engaging the attention ‘of sclen-
Usts.” Just how long dves it take n
man to think was the topie discussed
by Professor Richet at a recent meet-
ing of the British assoclation. le gave
the results of his investigations on the
subject and made sowme juteresting re-
marks upon then. Aniong other things
he found that a man could think of the
notes of the musieal scale at the rate
of eleven to the sccond. The experl-
ment was performed by running the
notes for one or more octaves and then
dividing the total time by the totul.
pumber of notes.
"here are various ways of arriving
at concluslons as to the amount of time
necessary for reallzing any physical
sensation or meutal impression. 1f the
skin be touched repeatedly with light
blows from a small hammer a person
may, according to Professor ftichet, dis-
tinguish the fact that the bLlows are
geparate and not continuous pressure
when they follow one another as fre-
quently s 1,600 a second.

The siuallest intervals of seund ean
be much better distinguishedl with one
car than with both. Thus the separate-
ness of the clicks of a revolving tooth-
ed wheel was noted by one observer
when they did not exceed sisty to the
second, but using both ears he could
not distinguish them when they oceur
red oftener than fifteen times a second.
‘I'he sharp soun:d of the cleetric spark
of an Inducticn coil was distinguished
with one ear when the rate was as
high as 500 te the second. Sizht is
inuch less keen than hearing In dis-
tingulshing differences. If a disk half
white and half blazek be revolved it
will appear gray when its revolutions
excecd twenty-four per second.

would read his word and was actuated by
no other motive than to help thein over
rough places. For this reason tho Book
has meintained its hold on mankind, It is
friendly, kindly and oncouraging, a bhook
not to bo read through at a sitting, but
to bo taken up at odd times and glaneed
at just as you would look at a handful of
jowels for a momont and then put thom
nway. :

I havo noticed that It makes many, very
many references to peiaccand joy--not thoe
peaco of o nation, that busy peace in which

I am talking to mysclf as well asto you
when I say thut wo could get a great deal
more out of life If we were more reposeful.

into a flame. Tho truly sane man is the
quiet souled man. Isay, thereforo, since
Christianity teazhes n mau to be quieseent,
that tho Christian religion will both mako
us sane end keep us so.

When crossing tho ocean recontly our
ship ran into a storm. “The sea was very
rough, the feg closed in on all sides, and
wa had an uncomfortable time.

We eannot follow that example exeept in
a far-off way. Mo sziil Thy will be donw
without a tremor, but we ean say it with o
tremor. ‘The highest exeellenco is ropose,
truthful repose of soul, but you cannot he
gelf-possezsed until you know that you are
possessed of God.  The eszence of religion
is the soul’s consciousness that as its day
so shall ho its etreneth; that God and you
can do anything and hearanything.,  After
that you will ho at peace, quiescent and
acquicscent. He wha has hold of Goid’s
hand and knows it is the most cheerful
soul this side of HHeaven.

CWIGHT L. MOODY SPEAKS,

Address by the Evangzelist at a Crowded
2 Meeting in New York.

Dwight 1.. Moody has been holding a
series of erowde:d meetings in New York.
The following aceount Is from one of the
famous evangeiist’s nddresses there:

‘“In Luke xix., 10, {s tho keynote ol this
whole meeting: *The Son of Man is come
to scek and save that which is lost.” Even
now I am cast down. A life-long friend
has come to me saying that his health is
lost and that it is only 1 question of time
when he passes away. I amsad, I say, yet
ha has the promise of a heautiful life here-
after, Some friend of yours has lost his
wealth, is reduced inlife.
